Interviews & Project Viewing: 
	§ Website students will be interviewed by a 

panel of judges at California History Day. 

	§ Judges will have already reviewed the proj-
ects in advance of the contest. 

	§ Interviews are not open to the public. 

	§ Students will not present their website or walk 
judges through each page. 

Final-Round Judging: After the first-round of 
judging is complete, judges will select their top 
entries to move on to final-rounds of competition. 
Students are not present for the final round of 
website judging.
